The Oxford (or serial) comma is the final one in a list of items that is placed just before an “and,” “or “nor.” The
Oxford comma dates back to 1893, when Horace Hart, printer and controller of the Oxford University Press,
included it in his style guide for printing press employees: Hart’s Rules for Compositors and Readers. There is
another theory that F. Howard Collins introduced the comma in his 1912 book called Author & Printer: A Guide
for Authors, Editors, Printers, Correctors of The Press, Compositors, and Typists. Collins worked with a man
named Herbert Spencer who supposedly coined the term “Oxford comma.” Regardless of its origins, this little
pen stroke makes sentences more clear and understandable. Unless of course, you are using the AP Stylebook,
which neglects the Oxford comma. Another fun fact about the Oxford comma is that it is more common here in
the states than in the UK, Australia, and South Africa. Regardless, this comma is one of the most common punc-
tuation marks in English, which is one reason why you should care about it. The reason it is commonly omitted
is to save space and time, especially in mechanical printing (like for newspapers).

While many feel that the use of the oxford comma is stylistic, it is more than that. It is truly a neglected,
but crucial piece of punctuation. Omitting it can lead to misunderstandings and a general lack of coherence.

For example: “I love my parents, Charlie Sheen and Adam Weinberg .” This sentence can be interpreted
as stating that you love your parents, and your parents are Charlie Sheen and Adam Weinberg. Here’s the same
sentence with the Oxford comma: “I love my parents, Charlie Sheen, and Adam Weinberg.” With the oxford
comma, you have gotten rid of any confusion that may occur by clarifying that your parents are not Charlie
Sheen and Adam Weinberg, but rather you just love them along with your parents.
